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The deposit for the weekend is £30 per adult and £15 per child aged 5-15 (on 1 October 2011), which everyone who comes will need to pay. We plan to cover the rest of the cost of the weekend through an offering taken at the weekend itself, so that those who can’t afford the full cost are still able to come, while some have the chance to support others by giving more than the full cost. 
The total cost of the weekend will average out at about £90 per adult and £30 per child aged 5-15, most of which we will still need to pay even if people book a place and then withdraw.
